VINEYARDS

Sonoma County is a diverse growing region with a complex terrain of small valleys, benchlands and hillsides. A
coastal appellation, it is favored with fog in the morning and sunny afternoons cooled by maritime breezes.

VINTAGE

The 2019 growing season started later than usual in many California wine regions. A wet spring followed by cool
temperatures allowed the grapes to mature gradually. Cool temperatures continued throughout the growing
season resulting in longer hang time and lower sugar yields. Vintners are praising the full flavors, fresh acidity
and superb balance of the 2019 vintage.

TASTING NOTES

Cabernet Sauvignon is known for its rich, bold profile, and our 2019 beautifully exemplifies that reputation. Opening
with aromas of cassis, dried meat, and hints of vanilla and spice, this wine entices the senses from the first swirl of
the glass. On the palate, intricate layers of fruit, confectionery flavors of cocoa and vanilla, are complemented by
hints of iron and graphite. Serve alongside beef carpaccio, roasted beet risotto, or pasta bolognese.
